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Like dispatches from the front line of battle or short film-bites from a war zone, Mark’s 
Gospel is brief, full of action, emotion and drama. In fact, it’s so brief that there simply 
isn’t enough of it to go round for the Thirty-three Weeks of Ordinary Time, and the 
several Feasts that we have in our annual Church calendar.  
 

This fact means that when Mark’s Gospel is read, his story is supplemented (for five 
weekends) by Chapter 6 of John’s Gospel which we would otherwise not get to hear. 
Starting this Chapter today we begin with the miracle of the feeding of the crowd, 
leading on then to Jesus’ great teaching on the Bread of Life. It’s Chapter 6 of John’s 
Gospel that we’ll continue hearing, discovering its richness and nourishment for our 
faith over the coming month. 
 

In a way Mark set the scene for us last weekend when he told us that Jesus stood 
between the needy crowd and His tired disciples. Mark said that Jesus set Himself to 
teach the crowd gathered by the seashore at some length for they were much like 
sheep without a shepherd. John has them all gathered by the shore, too, though he 
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The most important, central Jewish Feast of Passover is one of remembrance,                
recalling and making alive again all that God did so as to liberate the people of Israel 
from their slavery and exile in Egypt, leading them to freedom and a land of their own 
that they could call ‘home’. It is, to this day, the Jewish Feast of memory,                       
thanksgiving, liberation and identity as the people of God. It was at a Passover meal, 
or one very like it, that Jesus gave us the Eucharist. In offering us this Passover clue 
John is saying that the teaching of Jesus about the Bread of Life is, for us who              
believe in the Lord, a teaching about our Eucharist, its meaning and implications for 
us and our way of living with faith in the world today. 
 

Jesus was there that day of course, as were the disciples. John further adds ‘that as 
many as 5000 men’ had turned up, and that 12 hampers of scraps were collected 
after the meal. That is one hamper for each of the 12 tribes of Israel. This is John’s 
way of saying that all of Israel was present, that the entirety of God’s chosen people 
were represented and were fed. Throughout this extraordinary situation Jesus is          
presented as being calm and self-possessed, knowing exactly what He was going to 
do. The disciples, no doubt still tired and stressed, much less so. They clearly had no 
idea what to do so as to feed the crowd, as Jesus indicated to them that they should 
when He said that they ought buy some bread for the people to eat. Philip voices 
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enough money. As a further sign of desperation and futility Andrew, Simon Peter’s 
brother, presents a small boy who has brought along his lunch box containing five 
barley loaves (small bread rolls) and two (dried and preserved) fish. John tells us that  
Andrew added ‘what is this between so many?’ 
 

Jesus acts next, and in several ways. He gets the disciples to do something that they 
can, something useful, by organising the crowd and seating them. He then takes the 
food offered by the small boy, thanks God for the gift, insufficient as it seemed, broke 
the bread and offered it to the gathered crowd. He then did the same with the fish. To 
this day we follow this exact same pattern in our                      
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offering, break it up and then share it out with all               
gathered who hunger and thirst.  
 

The ‘hero’ in the story so far, at least as I see it, is the 
little boy, the lad who humbly and trustingly offered up 
into the hands of Jesus the little and the all that he had, 
the lunch his mother had packed for his sustenance 
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doesn’t really matter how much or little we have as long 
as we’re willing to share it and to hand it all over into the 
hands of Jesus. With these basic raw materials Jesus 
was able to work His miracle, and so it will be with and 
for us, too.

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This opening miracle part of the story ends with the crowd wanting to come and take Jesus and make Him their King, by force 
if necessary. Why did they want to do this? What was their motive? And, why was it that Jesus fled away into the hills by       
Himself so as to escape such a fate? Think about this over the coming week because the answers Jesus gives will begin the 
teaching that flowed from this feeding of the multitude, a teaching we’ll get into more deeply over the weeks to come.

Abortion Decriminalisation Bill: the State Government announced it will adopt the Queensland Law Reform Commission’s 
recommended abortion decriminalisation bill, which would legalise even late-term abortion and sex-selection abortion. The 
Attorney-General said the bill would be referred to the Health Committee on 21 August, then be voted on in Parliament in the 
week commencing 16 October, just 13 weeks from now. This Termination of Pregnancy Bill  would allow abortion to birth,          
effectively for any reason. Tragically, the personhood of the unborn child is not recognised at all in this legislation. 
The main points of the Termination of Pregnancy Bill 2018 are: 
1.       Abortion on demand up to 22 weeks for any reason, including sex-selection abortion. 
2.       Abortion past 22 weeks gestation until birth, even for social reasons, if two doctors approve, although there is no penalty 
 if the abortion is performed without a second doctor’s approval. 
3.       Prohibition on any communication against abortion within 150 metres of clinics, which would even criminalise the action 
 of a mother trying to persuade her daughter not to proceed with an abortion, or the action of a boyfriend offering           
support to his partner to encourage her to continue with the pregnancy. 
4.       Doctors with conscientious objections must refer a woman seeking an abortion to another doctor who will be able to  
 facilitate her request, thus making the referring doctor complicit in the outcome. 
5.       Abortions would be performed in public hospitals (and therefore would be free). 
6.       There are no safeguards for women seeking an abortion, such as informed consent conditions, cooling-off periods and 
 mandatory independent counselling. 
7.       Removing most provisions about abortion from the Criminal Code, so there are no penalties for obtaining or providing an 
 abortion in Queensland (other than on an unqualified person performing the procedure). 
 

You are encouraged to make an appointment to see your state Member of Parliament as a matter of urgency. Please tell him 
or her that you don’t want these extreme abortion laws. Please encourage your family, friends and community to do the same.  
If you cannot see your MP, please write him or her a letter. See www.cherishlife.org.au/lifecampaign for helpful hints.
