The Pastor’s Pen…. 
 
I want to deal with 3 points that affect us all, then talk about the scriptures. 
 

1. On Thursday evening 5th March the Australian Catholic Bishops Conference issued a 
protocol to be followed at Public Worship during the present Covid 19 Virus pandemic. I 
enacted these measures in our Parish at the Friday morning mass and at all Masses 
since. It remains in force until we hear other guidance.  
 

In summary this protocol means that only the Priest celebrating the Mass will receive 
from the chalice; that the Holy Water at Church doors has gone and we have placed 
hand    sanitiser in those positions; the Sign of Peace is by a wave, nod, smile or similar   
acknowledgement of those near you, saying ôThe peace of the Lord be with you or      
similar; that people please receive the host on the hand (not the tongue) as a service to 
the    common good, and that if you are ill in a noticeable way you stay home and seek 
proper   medical advice and assistance.  
 

The 1 minister now assisting the Priest will use plenty of hand sanitiser both before and 
after giving out the consecrated host.  
 
I will try to limit usage of hosts from the tabernacle, attempting consecrate enough for 
each congregation, easier said than done. We aim to keep these practices temporary and 
pray for a good resolution to this public health crisis. I would still appreciate it if all        
rostered ministers of Word and Communion gather with the Priest before Mass for    
prayer, as is our practice 
 

2. On Wednesday 4th March after discussing Fr. Paul's retirement, again on Friday, 6th 
March with Fr. Ray Sanchez, and yet gain this past Monday 9th March with Fr. Paul over 
dinner, it would be a good thing for you to contact Fr. Paul yourselves and arrange to 
thank him for his 9 years of service to our Parish, especially so for those who attend the 
Sunday CTK 6.00pm Mass. Those wishing to take Fr. Paul out for a refreshment or a 
meal can make their own arrangements with him. On a personal note, I thank Fr. Paul 
very much for his support and help and pray only the very best for him in his future. If  
people from Canossa and the Fort Mass congregations need a Mass they are very      
welcome in our Parish and our present times (weekday's and weekend's) will suit them 
well. 
 

3. We are seeking volunteers for the upcoming Easter Triduum celebrations, especially 
Holy Thursday evenings Mass, God Fridayôs Solemn Passion Celebration and the    
Masses of Easter Sunday. If you are on Rotunda please offer your help via that medium. 
However, anyone can help in some way, so the sign up sheets and a box for them is near 
the main doors of each Church. Please volunteer to help early to save pre-Easter stress 
and any panic. Thank You.

Abram listened to God and acted, leaving his own country and town for a land 
(unspecified) that God would show to him. He traveled from Ur (present Iraq) in the    
Euphrates and Tigris delta all the way westward to Canaan, now Israel. He walked with 
God every day on this life-long journey. Isaac, his child, followed and then so did his son, 
Jacob. The Book of Genesis tells us that Jacob bought some land near Shechem from 
the indigenous people for 100 pieces of silver . As Johnôs Gospel says, the well at which 
Jesus rested was near this land, and so it is referred to as Jacobôs Well.  
 

The story is all about water, real water that gives life everlasting and never runs dry.   
Jesus offers the Samaritan woman this water within a conversation about thirst and its 
quenching. As always with Johnôs stories they operate at several levels; the present 
physical and tangible, and the future symbolic and spiritual. We go from mundane issues 
about buckets and the depth of the well to a living spring of water welling up inside of us, 
the Living Water Himself, Jesus Christ, alive within us. 
 

The section of St. Paulôs Letter to the Romans helps us 
decode this wonderful story, its symbolism and meaning, 
when he writes that the love of God has been poured 
into our hearts by the gift of the Holy Spirit. This is the 
Spirit of God, the Spirit of the same holiness that filled 
Jesus, now living in you and me. As Jesus tells the  
woman who tells her townsfolk who then come to believe 
in Him, He is the Christ, the Messiah speaking to us right 
now. Letôs hear His words and say yes to the offer of 
Christ thirst quenching grace. 
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Father of four, Barry, embodies resilience and strength. Growing up in a tough environment, he had 
to look inside himself to make the right choices for himself and his family. Barry, and others like him, 
were able to take part in a cultural healing program called Red Dust Healing. This program          
encourages participants to examine their own personal hurt and allows them to heal from within, 
addressing family and personal relationships and what may be been life-long patterns of violence, 
abuse and neglect. Today, thanks to the Caritas support, heôs an inspirational father to his four girls 
and a leader in his community.

The retired Archbishop of Brisbane, John Bathersby, died on Monday March 9, following a recent 
stroke. Archbishop John led the Archdiocese from 1991 until 2011, retiring upon reaching 75 
years of age. With his passing we recall with gratitude the episcopal ministry of our sixth bishop, 
which was characterised by a deep desire to know and love Jesus and to share this with all. It is 
also a time of thanksgiving as now he is released from the debilitating illness that has been with 
him in these latter years. The liturgies that will usher Archbishop John into eternal life are being 
held at the Cathedral with a Funeral Vigil Liturgy at 5.00pm on Sunday March 15, Morning Prayer 
for the Dead in the Blessed Sacrament Chapel of the Cathedral at 8 am on Monday morning, and 
a Solemn Funeral Mass and Rite of Committal at 11.00am on Monday (n.b no public parking 
available on this business weekday).
