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As always on this first Sunday after Pentecost, we celebrate the Solemnity of the
Most Holy Trinity. This is the central mystery of our faith — our God, one in three
persons, in whose name we were all welcomed at our baptism.

In the First Reading Moses reminds the people of everything God has done for them in
releasing them from slavery in Egypt. All they — and we— are asked in return for the
prosperity and eternal life that God offers, is that we obey the commandments. In a
similar vein, the Psalmist rejoices in the gifts God gives to all his chosen people. We
are reminded particularly of the gifts of creation, protection from want and evil, and
God'’s faithful love.

In the Second Reading, St Paul speaks of the Spirit which makes us all children of
God. Through this gift of the Spirit, we, like Jesus, can call God our Father, and share
in his glory. In the Gospel we see the risen Jesus handing on to the disciples their
mission of baptising people throughout the world in the name of the Trinity. He reminds
them, and ourselves, that he remains with us always.

This week, we pray that filled with God’s Spirit, we will be ready to share the Trinity’s
message of love with the people we meet.

God our Father, who by sending into the world the Word of truth and the Spirit of
sanctification made known to the human race your wondrous mystery, grant us, we
pray, that in professing the true faith, we may acknowledge the Trinity of eternal glory
and adore your Unity, powerful in majesty.

The Visitation of the Blessed Virgin Mary: This feast celebrates the Virgin Mary’s
visit to her cousin Elizabeth, as told in the Gospel of Luke, and her example of faith in
God’s word and sensitivity to the Spirit.

The feast was introduced into the Franciscan calendar by St Bonaventure in the
thirteenth century, and was extended in 1389 to the entire Latin Church to heal the
divisions in the Western Church of the time.

The feast has been assigned to the last day of May, between the Solemnity of the
Annunciation and the Birth of St John the Baptist, to conform more closely to the
Gospel account.
